1. ENTRANCES

The main entrance with three low stairs can be re-
ached from Plac Teatralny. The entrance does not 
have automatic doors.

People with mobility difficulties can enter the buil-
ding using side entrance leading to the foyer (no 
stairs).

Please use the intercom by the side door so the staff can open the door for you.

NOTE: The side entrance is not a public entrance. The entrance is operated only and 
exclusively for the needs of people with limited mobilitywho cannot use the main en-
trance due to the presence of stairs.

Assistance dogs are allowed in the building.

To reserve a suitable seat, please inform our team about the need for access to the 
side door before the screening at access@camerimage.pl by 16:00 one day before 
your planned visit.

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2. PARKING SPACES

The theatre does not have parking spaces. The nearest paid parking spaces are located 
at Fosa Staromiejska St. and Wilama Horzycy St. The parking lot at Wilama Horzycy St. 
has 4 designated parking spaces for people with disabilities. One of the spaces allows 
for charging an electric car.

3. GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT ACCESSIBLE SPACE

Reception desk, cloakroom, toilets and Screening Room are located on the groundfloor, 
hence there is no need to use the stairs. The corridor is spacious and sufficient to use.

3.1 INFORMATION POINT

The Information Point of the Documentary Theatre is located directly across from the 
Main Entrance. The volunteers operating the Information Point can provide you with 
information about Festival events, reserve tickets (if available) and provide all the infor-
mation you need in order to move around the building.

3.2 CLOAKROOMS

Free cloakrooms are located on the left and the right of the entrance to the Screening 
Room.

3.3 TOILETS

The toilets are located on the ground floor, at the ends of the corridors leading to the 
Screening Room. The toilet at the end of the left corridor is adjusted for the needs of 
people with mobility difficulties.

3.4 SCREENING ROOM

To get to the Screening Room, one have to pass the Information Point. The entrances 
are located on the right and left side. Neither the entrance nor the room have stairs.

There are four seats designated for wheelchair users. The seats are located in rows II 
and X, on the sides. Access to the seats for wheelchair users is unrestricted. Volunteers 
present in the Room are available to help throughout the show.
